Social Worker convenes 
a CIN/Review Meeting, 
as identified in Child’s 
Plan.

the meeting. This could 
be internal Early Help or 

external

Social worker sends 
invites and child’s plan 
to all who are involved 

in the case, including the 
family, in a timely 

manner. Along, any 
other person who is 
identified as been 

beneficial to future work

If no Lead Practitioner 
is identified contact 

locality Early Help Lead 
to identify most 

appropriate person and 
ensure there is a 

handover meeting

Social Worker completes any 
outstanding actions including 

making sure that an up to 
date Children’s Social Care 

Assessment and Plan are on 
Liquidlogic. The plan needs to 

incorporate a contingency 
plan for non- engagement 

from family

If transferring to an internal 
service, complete a Transition 
to Early Help Services form on 
Liquidlogic. This must be done 

before ending the CiN plan 
and closing the referral

Within 10 working days 
of CIN Review Meeting, 
Social Worker closes the 

case ensuring a case 
closure is completed
